On the motion of Ms. Campbell, seconded by Mr. Burns, the Board unanimously approved the Minutes from the
Board of Education meeting held on May 12, 2020.

On the motion of Mr. Burns, seconded by Ms. Campbell, the Board unanimously approved the agenda including
the addition of the new State Policy on Charter Schools and the clarification of Afterschool Tutors being a
shared position.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT & SPECIAL RECOGNITION...

Mr. Beam welcomed the return of Student Representative Sierra Rodriguez as she had not been in attendance
due to COVID-19 restrictions. Still exercising social distancing, Ms. Rodriguez expressed her gratitude to the
Board of Education for honoring the graduating seniors. Delivering senior packages and diplomas by school bus
was a hit! The only concerns Ms. Rodriguez expressed were about the Honor Graduates. The criteria may be a
bit misleading. Mr. Beam already contacted PCHS for clarification.

Preparations for the June 20, 2020, graduation ceremony are underway. Virtual Graduation is not a viable
option. Plans will be solidified later this week.

The next CEFP meeting is scheduled for May 27, 2020, at 10:00 AM on Zoom. Each school had their LSIC
submit detailed upgrade and/or change documentation that they would like addressed, This should conclude
Phase |l of the CEFP. Phase llI, the financing aspect of the process, is in development.

Mrs. Kristy Tritapoe, Mr. Scott Garber, and Mr. Michael Kane, lll will join the next Board Meeting on Zoom to
discuss the Pocahontas County High School gym floor. Mr. Hall prepared paperwork on resurfacing of gym
floors that will be emailed to the Board for background review before their presentation.



Mr. Beam met with Cree Lahti, Director of the Pocahontas County Libraries. He wanted to revisit assisting the
Public Libraries as we have done in the past. He concurred Federal Funds will allow for said expenditure. It will
be on the next Agenda seeking Board approval.

MATTERS OF THE BOARD...

Mr. McLaughlin mentioned having graduation on the ski slopes at Snowshoe as he has seen in the western states.
Social distancing would not be an issue. He also updated the Board on the Community Garden in Green Bank. It
has been plowed, tilled, and fenced. Plastic coverings have been utilized for weed control instead of chemicals.

Mr. Burns did not have any matters to discuss with the Board this evening.

Ms. Campbell joyfully updated the Board on the Graduation Bus honoring the seniors. Graduation with the bus
was a hit! Ruth Bland, Director of Transportation was the facilitator of the maiden voyage. The event was on
Twitter and honored on the state site Heroes for Education for Pocahontas County Without Mrs. Bland's intricate
mapping skills, 232 miles traveled in a single day, coordinating with parents and employers to surprise honorees,
it would not have been as successful. Thank you.

Dr. Hollandsworth questioned the vacancies as she saw the Mariinton Middle School Math Teacher and the
Hillsboro Elementary Early Childhood Teaching positions were reposted. Mr. Beam informed the Board of the
other four open vacancies.

3120.12 - SUBSTITUTES IN AREAS OF CRITICAL NEED AND SHORTAGE
Jurpose

fhe purpose of this policy, as recommended by the Superintendent, is to provide for the employment of retired teachers as substitutes on an
sxpanded basis in areas of critical need and shortage.

fhe Board of Education hereby adopts the definition of “area of critical need and shortage” set forth in West Virginia Code 18A-2-3 as follows:
'Area of critical need and shortage for substitute teachers" means an area of certification and training In which the number of available
substitute teachers in the District who hold certification and training in that area and who are not retired is insufficient to meet the projected
veed for substitute teachers. Teacher or substitute teacher includes speech pathologists and school nurses. Guidance counselors cannot be
jesignated as areas of critical need and shortage.

rhe Board additionally finds and determines that:

A, there presently exists within the District a critical need for substitute teachers in the areas of:
1. Elementary education
2. Administration

. Special education

. Math

. Science

. Social Studies

. English/Language Arts
. Physical Education

B. and that, there is also a shortage of available certified substitute teachers, who are not retired, available to cover these areas of critical
need.

Accordingly, the Board hereby authorizes the employment of retired teachers as substitute teachers during the_2020-2021 286319—

2020 school year on an expanded basis in those areas of critical need and shortage noted above as is recommended by the Superintendent. In
30 case shall a retired teacher be employed where there is available for employment another teacher holding certification and training in the
irea of need who is not retired and who will accept the substitute assignment.

rhis policy shall be effective upon approval by the West Virginia State Board of Education for the 2039—2026 2020-2021 year only, subject
snhnual review by the District Board and re-approval by the West Virginia State Board of Education.

Irior to employment of a retired teacher as a critical needs substitute teacher beyond the post-retirement employment limitations established
¥ the Consolidated Public Retirement Board ("Retirement Board"), the Superintendent shall submit to the West Virginia Board of Education in &
‘orm approved by the Retirement Board and the West Virginia Board of Education, an affidavit signed by the Superintendent stating the name
sf the district, the fact that the district has adopted a policy to employ retired teachers as substitutes to address areas of critical need and
shortage, the name or names of the person or persons to be employed as a critical needs substitute pursuant to the policy, the critical need
ind shortage area position filled by each person, the date that the person gave notice to the district board of the person’s intent to retire, and
‘he effective date of the person’s retirement. Upon verification of compliance with West Virginia Code 18A-2-3 and the eligibility of the critical
1eeds substitute teacher for employment beyond the post-retirement limit, the West Virginia Board of Education shall subrmit the affidavit to
he Retirement Board.

rhe District Board shall cooperate with the State Board of Education West Virginia Board of Education to verify the district’s compliance with the
-‘equirements of this code section and verify the eligibility of the critical needs substitute teacher (i.e., adoption of local policy, prior electronic
osting of position opening, retirement date effective at least twenty (20) days prior to school term, continuous and ongoing posting seeking
ully certified non-retired teacher, and absence of a non-retired teacher who holds certification and training in the required area).

Nhen a retired teacher is employed as a substitute to fill a vacant position, the District Board shall continue to post the vacant position until it
s filled with a regularly employed teacher who is fully certified or permitted for the position.

e District Superintendent shall forward a copy of this policy annually to the State Superintendent of Schools for approval by the West Virginia
State Board of Education prior to employment of retired teachers on an expanded basis as substitutes in areas of critical need and shortage.

A retired teacher is eligible to be employed as a critical needs substitute to fill a vacant position only if the retired teacher’s retirement became
ffective at least twenty (20) days before the beginning of the employment term during which he or she is employed as a substitute.

Nhen a retired teacher is employed as a critical needs substitute to fill a vacant position, the position vacancy shall be posted electronically anc
2asily accessible to prospective employees as determined by the state board.

tvery contract of employment for such retired teachers to be employed for periods beyond the post-retirement employment limitation
agtahlisherd hv the ransnlidated nublie retirement board shall include therein the foliowino information:



Any person who retires and begins work as a substitute teacher within the same employment term shall lose those retirement benefits
ittributed to the annuity reserve, effective from the first day of employment as a retiree critical needs substitute teacher in that fiscal year and
:nding with the month following the date the retiree ceases to perform service as a critical needs substitute teacher,

letired teachers employed to perform expanded substitute service provided in this policy, are considered day-to-day, temporary, part-time
:mployees. The substitutes are not eligibie for additional pension or other benefits paid to regularly employed employees and shall not accrue
seniority.

A retired teacher is eligible to be employed as a critical needs substitute to fill a vacant position without any loss of retirement benefits
ittributed to the annuity reserve only if the retired teacher’s retirement became effective before the first day of July preceding the fiscal year
luring which s/he is employed as a critical needs substitute.

TEMPORARY WAIVER OF POLICY 4433 “VACATION"

WHEREAS, in light of the COVID-19 pandemic and resulting closure of all West Virginia
schools beginning on March 16, 2020, the Pocahontas County Board of Education (“PCBOE")
wishes to provide all school employees with the fullest benefits of their employment, to the
extent possible during this unusual situation.

Accordingly, the PCBOE hereby adopts this WAIVER of the provisions of Policy 4433
“Vacation”, effective through the conclusion of the 2020-2021 school year, in the following
specific respects:

1 At the conclusion of the 2019-2020 school year, employees who earn vacation
time will not be limited to Policy 4433 limitation of only 10 carryover days. For
this year only, an exception will be granted, and employees will be allowed to
carryover all unused, earned vacation days into the 2020-2021 school year.

2. The amount of earned, unused vacation days carried over to the 2020-2021
school year shall be divided by three (3} for the employee’s proportioned use over the next
three schoot years. Accordingly, beginning with the 2020-2021 school year, the excess, carried
over vacation days of each employee will be utilized in this fashion, in addition to the
employee’s earned vacation days for the year. For example, an employee who carries over
fifteen {15) additional vacation days will be allowed to utilize, in addition to his or her earned
vacation for the current year, an additional five (5) days cnly, each year, for the next three
years.

3. At the conclusion of the 2020-2021 school year, all provisions of Policy 4433 will
be in effect, and employees will again be restricted to the limitation of a maximum of 10
carryover vacation days per year.

4, Finally, none of the carryover vacation days may be used on days that a
substitute is required. These carryover days are to be used during the summer months,
Thanksgiving and Christmas breaks, and spring break. They could also be used on days that
school is canceled due to inclement weather.

Library Instructional Service for 2020-2021 School Year

Pocahontas County Libraries & Visitor Information Centers

Pocahontas County Libraries proposes library services for Marlinton and Hillsboro Elementary
Schools for the 2020-2021 school year. Librarians will conduct classes for the children, focusing
on library skills, literacy and assisting children with book selection suitable for each child’s
reading level. Each class will hear stories read aloud that have character building plots, and
participate in activities which coincide with the theme of the weekly story. Students will be
taught library skills; such as knowing how to locate books and re-shelve them correctly on their
own, how to use the computer online card catalog, and how to research topics utilizing the

library's databases and other resources.

The following cost reflects instruction. Books and other materials will be provided by the
libraries.

Marlinton Elementary School

Weekly 45 minute library instruction for 13 classes. The librarian teaches the children for 9.75
hours per week. Planning, researching, gathering and preparing materials for each grade level
adds an additional 7 hours per week. This program requires 16.75 hours per week.

Marlinton total, $9,045 for 36 weeks of instruction

Hillsboro Elementary School

Weekly 30 minute library instruction for 5 classes. The librarian teaches the children for 3.75
hours per week. Planning, researching, gathering and preparing materials for each grade level
adds an additional 5 hours per week. This program requires 8.75 hours per week.

Hilisboro total, $4,725 for 36 weeks of instruction

Total cost for library instructional services for both Elementary Schools- $13,770
