On the motion of Ms. Campbell, and seconded by Mr. Burns, the Board unanimously approved the
Minutes from the Board of Education meeting held on January 28, 2020.

On the motion of Ms. Campbell, and seconded by Mr. Burns, the Board unanimously approved the
agenda. Mr. Burns requested an Executive Session to be held after Matters of the Board on a property
issue, no action taken. Dr. Hollandsworth requested an Executive Session to be held on a personnel
matter, no action taken. Two separate drawings for seniority placement will be held during the
Personnel Agenda for the upcoming substitute aides and the newly hired LPN's.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT & SPECIAL RECOGNITION...

Mr. Beam recognized Mr. Berry, the Vo-Ag. Teacher at PCHS, for his fabulous agricultural program. His
dedication and devotion is top-notch. Mr. Berry's efforts were recently published in the December 2019
issue of the Wonderful West Virginia magazine.

Mr. Beam also acknowiedged another exemplary high school teacher. Ms. Diana Nelson from the PCHS
Art Department will be displaying murals or drawings depicting different factions of our county at the
March 10, 2020, Board Meeting. Students are to present.

Pocahontas County performed well during the Regional Science Fair. Several students placed first with
projects, qualifying them, for the State Science Fair.

Mr. Beam updated the Board with a letter from Henry Wood simply stating that a Scheduling Order for
the Legislative Claims Division is in process. We are still pursuing our lost funding.

On the next Board Agenda, Mr. Beam will be recommending to continue legal services with Dinsmore &
Shohl, LLP, at the current rate on file,

Hopefully, the CEFP meeting to be held on Thursday, February 27, 2020, will meet with approval on
Phase |. Mr. Beam and Suzanne will work on one particular document that needs attention.

Mr. Beam indicated that Neola was working on our Policy Manual as there is a policy for everything.
Some policies will be converted to procedures and will be forthcoming. We will be well covered.

Scheduling is necessary for the Work Session on the 2020-202| Budget and Policy 2510. Mrs. Radcliff
would like the Budget to be on the April agenda, seeking Board approval.

Finally, Mr. Beam expressed concern over Mr. Lewis's recent fire marshal visit to Marlinton Elementary
School. The wiring has reached its electrical capacity. Something dangerous could happen if the circuits
are overloaded. As soon as the Fire Marshal’s report becomes available, we will review all areas of
concern and address how to proceed with probable discoveries. Mr. Lewis approved MES Principal, Mr.
Anderson, to have classroom fans in Marlinton Elementary School to help with the excessive heat
dilemma. Fans do not pull the wattage as microwaves and/or refrigerators. Mrs. Radcliff has already
ordered the approved items.

INFORMATIONAL REPORTS/CENTRAL OFFICE UPDATES...

a. Sierra Rodriguez, Student Representative, updated the Board on the recent wins with Warrior
athletics. Girls Basketball Team was victorious during the Pink-Out Game against Pendleton County.
PCHS scored well at the Regional Science competition. Four students will proceed to States.

Miss Rodriguez described interesting activities around PCHS. During history class, age qualifying,
students were able to register to vote. Robotics won another competition. They are headed to
Baltimore, Maryland, to compete at the National Level. Tourism Class is to ice skate at the Greenbrier
Resort.

Miss Rodriguez concluded with addressing the three junior winners of the First Lady of West Virginia,
Create a Quarter Contest. Cheylin Woodruff received seventh place. Ty Cochran received tenth place
and Logan Hively received Honorable Mention.

b. Ruth Bland, Director of Transportation for Pocahontas County Schools, with the assistance of
Dave Baber, WV. State Bus Inspector, of West Virginia Department of Education, recognized Rachel
Ames, Jason Browning, and Conner Spencer for their heroic efforts with Bus #12-20 on the evening of
January 30, 2020.

Mrs. Bland explained driver became ill with a medical emergency and did experience a loss of
consciousness. Three students stepped into action, working together without friction, and managed to
take control of a scary situation, Each played a vital role in saving the lives of other students and the life
of the driver.

Students, in the presence of their parents and other family members, were awarded small tokens of
appreciation from the Board of Education. Mr. Baber and Mrs. Bland presented Conner, Rachel, and
Jason with certificates, key fobs, and wrist bands. “With Courage, You Can Do Anything.”



c. Luci Mosesso, representing Marlinton Elementary School LSIC, showed concern over the
removal of the old Board Office building. Presently, the building acts as a barrier wall—a form of

protection to the MES students. Once demolished, the safety of the children will become a major
concern.

She requested permission to seek grant funding on behalf of the school to provide new fence, new
surfaces for basketball and tennis courts, new hoops and nets, and shading arrangements for students.
The Board agreed the grant-funded improvements would be an asset to the school and community.
Grant writer, Laura Young, may be utilized in securing the necessary funding.

d. Former, West Virginia House of Delegates, Denise Campbell visited the area and was given an
opportunity to speak with the Board. As a delegate, she recognized the struggles the Board of Education
had with managing a “‘shoe string budget.” Denise still has a deep passion for education, teaching full-
time at Alderson Broaddus University, her platform remains, “even though you are from the rural area
of West Virginia, you deserve the same opportunities as others.”

MATTERS OF THE BOARD...

Mr. Mclaughlin has not been contacted by Walt Helmick or Steven White, Site Coordinator of Grow
Appalachia, as indicated. He will reach out to said individuals about the Community Garden Project they
proposed in January.

Mr. Burns would like property matter discussed with Jacob Meck. Mr. Walker specified he would soon
reach out to Mr. Meck as Jacob deserves to be contacted.

Mr. Burns reiterated the heroic efforts made by the three recognized PCHS students in the school bus
situation. He not only wanted to give a “shout out” to the students but to commend their parents in
raising fine individuals.

Ms. Campbell specified that Department of Rehabilitation Camps would like to host camp programs
before school closes for summer session. Students will learn occupation etiquette before applying to
summer jobs. Ms. Campbell also indicated that she would help place students with local businesses for
summer work programs.

Dr. Hollandsworth wanted to clear a matter implying the Board of Education creates positions and hires
for specific individuals, catering only to the need of the individual, instead of creating positions and hiring
by necessities of the education system as a whole. All are in agreement that positions are created by
need.

Miss Rodriguez voiced concern over the increased seizures at Pocahontas County High School. Medical
assistance deems necessary. The two newly, hired LPNs should enable more consistent nurse coverage
at all of the schools.



Miss Rodriguez expressed an interest in two holding college and vocational job fairs. One to be held in
the fall and one in the spring.

Mr. Walker recapped the importance of Mr. Berry, teaching Vo-Ag., and Ms. Mullen leading the ProStart
program. Though sports are important, vocational classes are vital to our future. He reminded the
members that a forthcoming decision was essential on an Athletic Trainer for the 2020-202 | football
season. Funding conversations will be discussed during the next Budget Meeting.

On the motion of Mr. Walker, the Board unanimously approved a call for Executive Session to discuss a
property issue opened by Mr. Burns and a personnel matter opened by Dr. Hollandsworth, no action to
be taken on either issue.
